Week 17:
Greeting: Roll Call-Present syncopation  and  read rhythms with syncopation- assessment
High Concentration:
Introduction to instruments and acoustics:

-All instruments make sound by producing vibrations in different ways

-point to charts and explain how each family produces vibrations in a different way

-show examples of different instruments and how they produce  sound (metal, wood, large, small, loud soft, high low, duration)

-Ask students to play instruments and draw attention to duration, pitch, and volume

-Ask volunteers to point to big book and name instrument family

Change of Pace:

Play instrument bingo

Have to say the family of each instrument to win a personal best

Ending:

Quaver-Woodwind activities

*Diagnostic Assessment*: during instrument intro have a guided discussion with leading questions to assess students’ prior knowledge about instruments.
Week 18:

Greeting:

Roll call with syncopation- assessment (differentiate by skill level- give more or less difficult rhythm depending on student skill level)

Change of Pace:

“Epoi Tai Tai”

-teach song and play game with rhythm sticks

-give a personal best to student who can decode the rhythm for “epoi tai tai”

-another personal best to the student who can tell me what instrument family the rhythm sticks are in
High Concentration:

Review instrument concepts for a personal best: what are the families? How is sound produced? How do we categorize instruments into families?
Moderate Concentration:

Science of sound worksheet- Research by observation

-students work with a partner to observe and record data about an instrument
-students can either write observations, draw and label a diagram, or do an audio recording (differentiate by interst)

-Students who finish early can complete the Crazy Language Quaver worksheet

Introducing more difficult vocabulary: Idiophone, Membranophone, Chordophone, and Aerophone (differentiation by skill).

Ending:

Share your findings about your instrument
*Formative Assessment*- Written work (science of sound worksheet) and teacher observation to see if students are grasping instrument and acoustic concepts.
Week 19 (GMEA week)
Greeting:

Roll call with syncopation assessment
High Concentration:

Watch Quaver woodwind video clip

Change of Pace:

Complete quaver Woodwind worksheets

Ending:
Play Quaver IWB games or quiz Woodwind
Or play Instrument Bingo

Week 20:

Greeting: Roll call

Pass out student self-assessment and folders

High Concentration:

Science of Sound- research by experiement

Make homemade string instrumentsin small groups  with recycled materials: make flutes or oboes with straws. Personal best to students who can problem solve in groups of three  to figure out how to play “Hot Cross Buns” on their homemade instrument.

Moderate concentration:

Quaver Woodwind IWB games

Quaver quiz Woodwind with activotes

Ending:
Instrument Bingo with sound recognition

*Summative Assessment*- Quaver quiz with activotes, give and record a percentage grade with activote program
