Greeting: “Hello song” and “Music Day Song”
Book Reading

High Concentration:

Instruments- (classroom, percussion)

-T: “These are percussion instruments. They are played by hitting rubbing or shaking which causes vibrations called sound waves. All sound is caused by vibrations, even singing!

-Look at Big Book. Ask student volunteers to go find the instruments that are pictures one at a time.

-For each instrument, teacher demonstrates how it is played and how it makes sound. Pick volunteers to play each instrument.

Ending:

Play instrument sounds and pick volunteers to point to the correct instrument for a sticker.
Week: 18

Greeting: “Hello Song” and “Music Day Song”

Book Reading

“Teddy Bear”- sing and play game

High Concentration:

Instruments- Review from big book

-Listen to sound bank and choose students to point to the correct instrument for a sticker.

Ending:

-Play instruments to a few songs from K cd11

-Instrument Carousel Walk- place all instruments in a circle, students pick up instrument when the music starts and improvises their own rhythm. Students gently place instruments down when music stops and rotate one place to the right. Try to play like the music (loud, soft, fast, slow, etc.)
